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REQUIRED IMMUNIZATIONS FOR SCHOOL ENTRY

Your child must receive all of the required immunizations (shots) to attend school in
Florida. If your child does not have all of the required shots, you must arrange for
your child to receive the remaining ones.

You should contact your child’s health care provider to receive the immunizations.
You may also call the Polk County Health Department clinic nearest you to have
your child immunized.
